For example: Find synonyms for the adjecƟve "violent" in the sentence "l'orage est violent." 
A few possible answers: intense, fort, puissant, dévastateur, terrible... 
But you couldn't say: méchant, brutal, or tyrannique. These adjecƟves, which are indeed synonyms of violent, are 
mainly used when talking about a person, for example: "un homme violent." 
 
Try to find 1 or more synonyms or antonyms for the underlined words below that can be used in context in these 
sentences. Be sure to use the correct plural, masculine or feminine forms, and verb conjugaƟon, when needed.
